Hij voert 

zijn meest ingewikkelde trucs uit op basis van 

tekeningen, aangezien er geen voorbeelden 

zijn van mensen die iets dergelijks eerder 

hebben gedaan. Even later, toevoegend: 

“En of je nu vanaf 100 of 50 meter naar 

beneden valt: dat maakt niets uit, je bent 

hoe dan ook ‘done’.”

BLOEDEND GEZICHT 
Hij brak al meer dan twintig botten, heeft van 

sommige breuken blijvend last, maar je hoort 

hem nooit zeuren. Het is de opvoeding die 

MacAskill op deze wijze gevormd heeft. Hij 

komt uit een gezin dat bepaald niet bestaat 

Rollende hooibalen, kilometershoge berg-

toppen of schuine daken: niets is te gek 

voor Danny MacAskill op zijn Santa Cruz.

Graubunden
De ‘Home of Trails’ verkennen met local hero Claudio Caluori 
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Sinds enkele jaren volg ik Claudio Caluori 
en zijn beroemde POV runs. Zijn video’s zijn 
geweldig. Iedereen die hem kent, weet dat 
deze Zwitserse downhill-legende excentriek is, 
vol van energie, en gepassioneerd over fietsen 
en zijn geboortegrond – het Zwitserse kanton 
Graubünden. Zelfs als je niet altijd kunt 
verstaan wat hij door zijn helm schreeuwt, 
is het vanaf de eerste seconde duidelijk dat 

Claudio dol is op steile en technische trails. 
Je kunt niet anders dan glimlachen bij zijn 
enthousiasme wanneer je de snelle edits 
bekijkt. Toen de mogelijkheid zich voordeed 
om met Claudio in Graubünden te rijden, 
liet ik me dat geen tweede keer vertellen.

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Mountain Bike World Cup met Claudio en zijn 
crew, krijgen we op de eerste dag het bericht: 
het weer blijft goed, de trails wachten op ons. 
De eerste kronkelige weg over trails bezaaid 
met wortels en losse stenen, omgeven door 
een adembenemend landschap, brengt ons 
naar Alp Fops – een idyllische berghut. Tijdens 
een lunch met de eigenaar van de hut, zie 
ik de drop vanaf de patio naar de weide 
daaronder, en een tafel die als run-up kan 
dienen.

Het 
klinkt misschien als een cliché, maar het is 
echt waar wanneer mensen zeggen dat het 
moeilijk is om je ogen op de trail te houden 
met alle ongelooflijke landschappen om 
je heen. Op de Mutta Sura-trail boven 
de Ruinaulta-kloof vlak bij Flims, kan ik 
zelfs een glimp opvangen van Claudio’s 
Maiensäss, een kleine berghut typisch voor 

Graubünden, aan de andere kant van de vallei. 
Op de flowtrail in Corviglia, proberen we het 
beste in elkaar naar boven te halen. Rijden 
met Claudio is net of je in één van zijn POV 
run-video’s zit, met constant commentaar 
en grappen. We hebben een geweldige dag 
en nadat we genoeg hebben gefilmd, móét 
ik gewoon nogmaals de trail verkennen met 
het hele team.

Nadat Claudio mij op de trails de gehele tijd 
heeft uitgedaagd, is het mijn tijd om te schit-
teren en Claudio’s zenuwen op de proef te 
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stellen. We bereiken een viaduct bij de Zügen-
kloof met een afgrond van 80 meter aan beide 
kanten, en ik stel Claudio’s hoogtevrees op 
de proef door langs de muur te rijden. Dit 
maakt hem en de crew enigszins bang, maar 
ik ben nog niet klaar. Hoewel we ons gefocust 
hebben op de trails in Graubünden, rijden 
we ook door een aantal dorpen waar ik mijn 
street skills kan testen. In het dorp Müstair is 
er een houten dak dat op een perfecte schans 
lijkt om een front flip off te doen. De front 
flip test echt de grenzen van mijn lichaam en 
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mijn fiets. Dit is één van de grootste dingen 
die ik ooit heb gedaan op straat op een fiets.

Eén van de meest verbazingwekkende 
dingen van dit deel van de wereld is dat 
bikers iedere mogelijke trail kunnen rijden. 
Ik wou dat mountainbikers overal ter wereld 
zo geaccepteerd werden als hier. Ik heb 
echt het idee dat de locals hier dol zijn op 
fietsers. In Graubünden zul je geen bordjes 
tegenkomen met ‘Verboden te fietsen’. Dat is 
fantastisch! Claudio en ik hebben maar een 
fractie kunnen zien van de 7.000 vierkante 
kilometers en trails die erop wachten om 
ontdekt te worden. Onze tocht begon op de 
top van de Piz Nair, waar een steenbok uitto-
rende boven de ‘Home of Trails’ beneden, en 
eindigde met mijn front flip in het rustige 

Val Müstair. Daartussen zitten twee weken 
van spectaculaire trails – een gedroomde 
speeltuin voor mountainbikers. Dit is een 
tocht die ik niet gauw zal vergeten.

De uma maneira 

ou de outra, nós dois saltamos e aterrissamos. Foi um ótimo final desse primeiro 

dia. Eu mal consegui esperar para ver o que o resto da região tinha a oferecer.

Ainda tínhamos cerca de duas semanas para conhecer cinco destinos diferentes 

na região. Descemos um monte de trilhas diferentes, trilhas sinuosas, trilhas rá­

pidas através de florestas épicas e atravessamos uma alta cordilheira em Davos 

Klosters, que terminou em uma descida muito longa e com uma vista espetacular. 

Parece clichê, mas realmente é verdade quando as pessoas dizem que é difícil 

manter os olhos na trilha com todo aquele cenário incrível lhe rodeando.

o Claudio e a equipe de filmagem. Mas não foi só isso. 

Embora estivéssemos focados principalmente nas trilhas em Graubünden, também 

percorremos algumas aldeias, onde pude testar minhas habilidades na rua. Na vila 

de Müstair, havia um telhado de madeira que parecia uma rampa perfeita para um 

“front flip”. O flip frontal realmente testou os limites do meu corpo e da bike. Essa 

manobra provavelmente foi uma das maiores que eu já fiz na rua com qualquer 

bicicleta, e eu estava com a minha mountain bike!

Uma das coisas surpreendentes nessa parte do mundo é que os bikers podem 

pedalar todas as trilhas possíveis. Eu gostaria que os mountain bikers de todo o 

mundo fossem bem aceitos tanto quanto são aqui. Realmente tive a sensação de 

que os habitantes dessa região amam muito os ciclistas. A única coisa que você 

provavelmente não encontrará em Graubünden são placas avisando que “Bicicle­

tas não são permitidas”. Isso é incrível! 

Claudio e eu só pudemos ver uma fração dos 7.000 quilômetros quadrados e das 

trilhas que esperam ser conquistadas. Nosso pedal começou no alto de Piz Nair, 

onde uma cabra dos Alpes se ergue sobre o “Lar das Trilhas”, e terminou com meu 

front flip na tranquila Val Müstair. Entre eles, tivemos duas semanas de trilhas espe­

taculares em um playground dos sonhos de qualquer mountain biker. Certamente 

não esquecerei essa viagem tão cedo.

Steffi Marth and Richie Schley 
on a Swiss adventure

M y eyes were burning with streaming 
sweat, blood was thundering through 
my ears like a runaway train, and 

my legs were smoldering with lactic acid. I 
was starting to wonder how I could keep this 
up for another 25 kilometers. The trail was 
so steep and too loose to climb. I had to stop 
pushing my bike every few meters to desper-
ately inhale all the thin air I possibly could to 
keep my pulse from going into overdrive. This 
journey through Graubünden in Switzerland 
was turning out to be a real challenge, but at 
least it was a beautiful one.
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Over an excessively stacked Swiss 
cheese platter the night before at the Hotel 
Belvédère in Scuol, it dawned on Richie 
Schley, Ale Di Lullo and myself that the 
last time we three actually did something 
together was a terrifying 10-year leap into 
the past.

Richie, meanwhile, was 
already standing triumphantly at the top, 
right on the border between Austria and 
Switzerland, busily posting the view on 
Instagram. To be fair, this was an adven-
ture too good not to ’gram!

WHERE DO WE GO NEXT?
Scuol is way off. The small town in the 

very east of Switzerland is our base camp 

for the first two days of a three-day trip 
before we head to Davos for a point-to-
point trail ride to Filisur, where we will be 
taking the train back home. I find it hard 
to believe that we will be pedaling our 
bikes back over a distance that took us 
about two hours by bus and gondola this 
morning. We started today’s tour all the 
way over in Samnaun and already crossed 
almost the entire length of the destina-
tion—Scuol Samnaun Val Müstair—to 
get to where we are now. This place is 
one of five destinations nestled into the 
towering Swiss mountains of Graubünden 
and is the first stop on our three-day trip, 
which will also take us to Davos Klosters 
on day three. On a side note, taking your 
bike on public transportation here is super 
convenient. Everything is very dialed for 

mountain bikers, which is a considerable 
blessing when all you know is trouble at the 
airport or in the hotels.

As we arrived at the foot of another tow-
ering wall of a climb, my mind was made 
up—I was definitely going to have to call 
this ride more than a little strenuous. This 
time we were confronted by the towering 
Fimberpass, which triggers Ale to unleash 
another tirade of Italian “passion” before 
we set off on another section of bike-and-
hike. The poor guy with the enormous 
photo backpack needed caffeine and he 
needed it now. Where are the emergency 
mountain baristas when you need them? 
Finally crowning the top ridge, there was 
sadly no time to savor the amazing bor-
der-spanning views straddling both Austria 
and Switzerland, as we got caught in a 
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Switzerland
brutal rainstorm. For some people, hell 
begins when they find themselves looking 
down into steep, technical terrain as the 
heavens open, but thankfully for me, I’ve 
always found it kind of fun. This trail does 
quite literally seem endless, and although I 
was soaked to the bone, it’ll easily ranked 
in my top three descents of the season. 
Having to work hard to even be able 
to embark on a breathtaking technical 
descent gives you a very rewarding feeling 
of satisfaction. Riding a natural trail with 
multiple line choices between towering 
mountains just beats nearly every trail there 
is out there.

Further down the trail, a super-cute little 
wooden hut decorated with colorful flowers 
and a little sign saying “Coffee and Cake” 
brought a smile to our mud-splattered 
faces. A woman opened the door, and she 
didn’t even seem surprised that we were 
showing up on such a bad weather day. 
The hut was so tiny that we could look right 
into her kitchen. I don’t think I have ever 
enjoyed an espresso as much as this one. 
Ale, Richie and I sat quietly on a bench 
outside in our filthy rain gear and embraced 

these calm, finally warm and caffeinated 
moments. Although it felt like we were 
almost back in town, we were concerned 
the guide’s estimate of another hour left 
was slightly optimistic. Of course it was! 
But, as they say, “Wine is the best healer” 
(Dr. Schley, 2017), and back at the hotel 
in the evening, we were all on the same 
page of positivity after a glass or two. This 
wasn’t a ride we’d forget in a long time. A 
real wet-weather Graubünden adventure.

THE NEXT DAY
After a good night’s sleep, we are able 

to save a big chunk of energy right off 
the bat, as we took the Motta Naluns lift 

up the mountain in Scuol. To our delight, 
our guide, Werni, happened to know the 
guy handling the lift, and he shuttled us 
up even higher into the majestic peaks in 
his truck. As we got dropped off in a lush 
green field, the thick clouds that worried 
us when we left the hotel stayed behind. 
Werni assured us it was all downhill from 
here, and my legs could not be happier 
about that; however, you always have to 
keep the super-human endurance of a 
Swiss bike guide in mind. With these folks, 
downhill can be quite flat, and flat can, in 
fact, be surprisingly uphill. But, we were 
ready for whatever this day would bring. 
Back in the early mountain bike days, Scuol 
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was one of the most famous downhill spots 
in Europe. The Swiss downhill sensation 
himself, Claudio Caluori, had a house at 
the foot of the trails. Unfortunately, the 
main downhill scene didn’t stay; instead, 
it moved on a few kilometers. You won’t 
have to look far to discover the world’s 
fastest going head to head at the Mountain 
Bike World Championships in Lenzerheide, 
another of the five big bike resorts in 
Graubünden, in September 2018. 

You can imagine the potential of the 
trails here with it being a former official 
downhill track. This perfect mix of fast 
turns and rocky singletrack was everything 
we needed to be happy. It’s not easy to 

concentrate on the trail, with the mid-sum-
mer mountain scenery being so beautiful. 
After a delicious lunch break at another 
mountain hut, we rode a couple more 
trails before cruising back into the town 
of Scuol with its characteristic Sgraffito 
architecture of Engadin houses. The archi-
tecture paired with the Romansh language 
made it hard for me to believe that I was 
still in Switzerland. Three different lan-
guages are spoken in Graubünden: Italian, 
Romansh and Swiss German. This diver-
sity is impressive, and the thousands of 
kilometers of trails on 7000 km2 of alpine 
terrain was even more so—a true trail 
paradise! But still, even though everything 

seemed totally organized, Graubünden 
isn’t Disneyland. It’s authentic, untouched 
nature. Every trail in Graubünden can be 
taken on foot or on a mountain bike, offer-
ing endless possibilities to visitors from all 
over the world. Freeride enthusiasts like us 
never had it so good on the hunt for trea-
sures deep in the Swiss Alps.

A TRULY EPIC RIDE
We wanted to ride as many endless trails 

as possible, and we were told that the next 
bike destination in Graubünden hosted one 
of the most famous and longest trails in the 
world—the Alps Epic Trail Davos, a trail in 
Davos Klosters. Davos lies at an altitude of 
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over 1500 meters, the highest elevation of 
any city in Europe. The German-speaking 
region has spectacular singletrack to offer, 
and we were ready for the most epic of 
all—all 45 kilometers of it. We took the 
first lift up to Jakobshorn, where we were 
welcomed by the first of the day’s warm 
and golden sun beams, lighting up all the 
peaks around us. I could’ve gotten used to 
the 360-degree majestic view for break-
fast. 

Our legs had recovered from the Scuol 
adventure, and we were ready to enjoy this 
beautiful beast. High expectations were 
quickly matched by reality, as the first few 
kilometers of the trail escorted us through 
some of the most impressive terrain I’ve 
ever ridden.

After a few turns, Richie asked me 
to ride a section close together for a 
360-degree video. I’m glad he was riding
behind me; otherwise, it would have been
hard not to laugh at his Teletubbie-esque
camera decorating the top of his helmet.
Alps Epic Trail Davos is a super-technical
tour with small and large rocks and every-
thing in between. I tried to ride it like a
giant pump track, but, of course, it wasn’t
easy to keep smooth legs and arms for
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long. And, dang, there it happened again; 
I had my third flat in three days of riding. 
In my defense, I’m not usually one for 
punctures! Then again, I do find myself 
getting easily distracted here. The struggle 
to keep my eyes on the trail was real! This 
was the only downside of these epic views. 
The scenery changed dramatically with 
every other turn as we made our way down 
into the valley. Ale found one great angle 
after the other, and we didn’t mind riding 
a couple of sections two or three times, as 
we loved the shape of these super-fun high 
berms. Together with our guide, Michi Wild, 
we decided to leave out a bit of the climb 
and took another gondola up to Rinerhorn 
instead. The infrastructure in Graubünden 
seemed perfectly geared towards us 
bikers; all too often we’re very much an 
afterthought in the winter tourism scene. 
Although we thought we’d skipped the 
hard part, Michi told us that it was about to 
get seriously physical now. And, as I said 
before, from the mouth of a Swiss guide, 
that meant it was time to buckle up! 

We now find ourselves on a narrow 
singletrack traversing up and down along 
the valley in the direction of Monstein. After 
a super physical two hours, I started devel-
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oping tunnel vision. Nothing mattered other 
than trying to survive and keep on Ale’s 
back wheel. For a photographer with heavy 
gear, he was surprisingly fit and super 
comfortable on the technical terrain. About 
another hour later, we stopped for a long, 
overdue lunch break. Perfectly synchro-
nized, we fell into our chairs and ordered 
food and drinks without even looking at the 
prices. 

It’s a bit of a trap in Switzerland and a 

reason why some mountain bikers tend 
to be wary of the place. It is really a little 
economic island in Europe; people here 
earn more to spend more. It’s a tough 
call for tourists from other countries, but 
honestly, this is definitely a case of “you 
get what you pay for.” I’ve ridden all around 
the world, and I am sold on the high-alpine 
experiences we’ve had the last couple of 
days. It seems so easy to get around with 
your bike and to access this amazing, 
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world-class terrain. 
If Michi had not promised us a “spectac-

ular highlight” coming right up, we would 
have found it difficult to give up this chill-
out zone. A couple of up-and-down-trail 
kilometers later, Michi and Richie stopped 
at the end of a climb. I only heard Richie 
screaming, “You have to see this, Ale!” 
We were in the middle of a forest, and I 
couldn’t imagine what could be so special 
about it. I was also thinking that I was a 
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bit too tired to get stoked about pretty 
much anything right now. Still, I arrived at 
the edge of something that looked like a 
massive quarry with a trail supported only 
by wooden beams cutting right across it. 
It looked super scary to traverse this steep 
rocky wall, but Ale had a shot set up within 
seconds and was ready to push the trigger. 
Richie was, of course, an original freeride 
legend, and I was stoked to get to ride 
this part together, as it definitely looked 
“freeride.” Worried about the fact that even 
Richie had second thoughts about some 
bits of this little trail, we both committed 
and dropped in. I totally forgot how tired I 
was during this intense adrenaline surge, 
and we ended up riding it a couple of 
times. Then I saw Ale with a smile on his 
face and I knew it was all worth it.

From there we only rode downhill and 
were going crazy fast in places. It was fun 
and at the limit, the most addictive kind of 
riding. You know how people always say 
you mustn’t call your last lap? To reach the 
next train on time, however, we needed to 
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hurry, because it only leaves once an hour. 
After finally seeing the Rhaetian Railway 
train station in Filisur with its traditional 
architecture and a friendly little kiosk with 
tables and chairs outside, I thought to 
myself, “Okay, maybe this does look a bit 

like Disneyland after all.” Although the train 
was already at the platform ready to leave, 
we couldn’t board without something cold 
and refreshing—ice cream and beers did it 
for us. This was perhaps the most relaxed 
return ride ever. Maybe this also had to 

do with the fact that we were completely 
cooked from this amazing full day of riding. 
I can only hope it doesn’t take another 10 
years until I get to ride with these guys 
again!

DIZZYING DAVOS 
We want to ride as many 
endless trails as possible and 
we are told that the next bike 
destination in Graubünden 
hosts one of the most famous 
and longest trails in the world: 
the “Alps Epic Trail Davos” 
– a trail in Davos, Klosters. 

Davos has an altitude of over 
1 500m, the highest elevation 
of any city in Europe. The 
German-speaking region has 
spectacular single track to 
offer and we are ready for 
the most epic one – all 45km 
of it. We take the first lift up 
to Jakobshorn where we’re 
welcomed by the first of the 
day’s warm and golden sun 
beams, lighting up all the 
peaks around us. I could get 
used to these 360 majestic 
degrees for breakfast. Our legs 
have recovered from the Scuol 
adventure and we are ready 
to enjoy this beautiful beast. 
High expectations are quickly 
matched by reality head on, as 

the first few kilometres of trail 
escort us through some of  
the most impressive terrain  
I’ve ever ridden.

After a few turns Richie  
asks me to ride a section close 
together for a 360° video. I’m 
glad he’s riding behind me, 
otherwise it would be hard  
not to laugh at his “teletubbie-
esque” camera decorating 
the top of his helmet. “Alps 
Epic Trail Davos” is a super 
technical tour with rocks large 
and small and everything in 
between. I try to ride it like  
a giant pump track but of 
course it isn’t easy to keep 
smooth legs and arms for long. 
And, dang, there it goes again: 

my third flat in three days. In 
my defence, I’m not usually 
one for punctures. Then again, 
I do find myself getting easily 
distracted here; the struggle 
to keep eyes on the trail is real! 
This is the only downside of 
these epic views. The scenery 
changes dramatically with 
every other turn as we make 
our way down into the valley. 
Ale finds one great angle after 
another and we don’t mind 
riding a couple of sections 
twice or three times as we love 
the shape of these super fun 
high berms. Together with our 
guide, Michi Wild, we decide 
to leave out a bit of the climb 
and take another gondola 
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up on such a bad weather day. 
The hut is so tiny that we can 
look right into her kitchen.  
I don’t think I’ve ever enjoyed 
an espresso as much as this 
one. Ale, Richie and I sit quietly 
on a bench outside in our 
filthy rain gear and embrace 
these calm, finally warm and 
caffeinated moments. Although 
it feels like we must almost be 
back in town, we’re concerned 
the guide’s estimate of another 
hour left to ride is slightly 
optimistic. Of course it is!  
But as they say, wine is the 

best healer (Dr Schley 2017) 
and back at the hotel in the 
evening we are all on the same 
page of positivity after a glass 
or two – this was a ride we 
won’t forget in a long time.  
A real wet-weather 
Graubünden adventure. 

After a good nights’ sleep we 
are able to save a big chunk 
of energy right off the bat, 
as we take the Motta Naluns 
lift up the mountain in Scuol. 
To our delight, our guide 
Werni, happens to know the 
guy handling the lift and he 
shuttles us up even higher into 
the majestic peaks in his truck. 
As we get dropped off in a lush 

green field, the thick clouds 
that worried us when we left 
the hotel lie behind us. Werni 
assures us, it’s all downhill 
from here and damn, my legs 
could not be happier about 
that. However, you always 
have to keep the super-human 
endurance of a Swiss bike 
guide in mind. With these folks, 
downhill can be quite flat and 
flat can in fact be surprisingly 
uphill. But we are ready for 
whatever this day brings. Back 
in the early mountain bike 
days, Scuol was one of the 
most famous downhill spots 
in Europe. The Swiss downhill 
sensation himself, Claudio 
Caluori, had a house at the 

foot of the trails. Unfortunately, 
the main downhill scene 
didn’t stay, but moved on a 
few kilometres. You won’t 
have to look far to discover 
the world’s fastest going head 
to head at the Mountain Bike 
World Champs in Lenzerheide, 
another of the five big bike 
resorts in Graubünden, in 
September this year. 

You can imagine the 
potential of the trails here, 
being a former official Downhill 
track. A perfect mix of fast 
turns and rocky single track 
is everything we need to 
be happy. It’s not easy to 
concentrate on the trail, with 
the mid-summer mountain 

scenery being so beautiful. 
After a delicious lunch break 
at another mountain hut 
we ride a couple more trails 
before cruising back into the 
town of Scuol with its uniquely 
characteristic Sgraffito 
architecture of Engadin houses. 
The architecture, paired 
with the Romansh language, 
makes it hard for me to believe 
that I am still in Switzerland. 
Three different languages are 
spoken in Graubünden: Italian, 
Romansh and Swiss German. 
This diversity is impressive and 
the 17 000km of trails on  
7 000m² of alpine terrain even 
more so: a true trail paradise! 
But still, even though everything 

seems totally organised, 
Graubünden isn’t Disneyland. 
It’s authentic, untouched nature. 
Every trail can be taken on foot 
or on a mountain bike, offering 
endless possibilities to visitors 
from all over the world. Free 
ride enthusiasts like us never 
had it so good on the hunt for 
treasures deep in the Swiss Alps.

DIZZYING DAVOS 
We want to ride as many 
endless trails as possible and 
we are told that the next bike 
destination in Graubünden 
hosts one of the most famous 
and longest trails in the world: 
the “Alps Epic Trail Davos” 
– a trail in Davos, Klosters. 

Davos has an altitude of over 
1 500m, the highest elevation 
of any city in Europe. The 
German-speaking region has 
spectacular single track to 
offer and we are ready for 
the most epic one – all 45km 
of it. We take the first lift up 
to Jakobshorn where we’re 
welcomed by the first of the 
day’s warm and golden sun 
beams, lighting up all the 
peaks around us. I could get 
used to these 360 majestic 
degrees for breakfast. Our legs 
have recovered from the Scuol 
adventure and we are ready 
to enjoy this beautiful beast. 
High expectations are quickly 
matched by reality head on, as 

the first few kilometres of trail 
escort us through some of  
the most impressive terrain  
I’ve ever ridden.

After a few turns Richie  
asks me to ride a section close 
together for a 360° video. I’m 
glad he’s riding behind me, 
otherwise it would be hard  
not to laugh at his “teletubbie-
esque” camera decorating 
the top of his helmet. “Alps 
Epic Trail Davos” is a super 
technical tour with rocks large 
and small and everything in 
between.

After a super physical two 
hours, I’m developing tunnel 
vision. Nothing else matters, 
other than trying to survive and 
keep on Ale’s back wheel. For a 
photographer with heavy gear 
he is surprisingly fit and super 
comfortable on the technical 
terrain. About another hour 
later we stop for a long, 
overdue lunch break. Perfectly 
synchronised, we fall into our 
chairs and order food and 
drinks without even looking at 
the prices. It’s a bit of a trap in 
Switzerland and a reason why 
some mountain bikers tend 
to be wary of the place. It is 
really a little economic island in 
Europe; people here earn more 
to spend more. A tough call for 
tourists from other countries, 
but honestly this is definitely  
a case of “you get what you pay 

screaming: “Oh my God, you 
have to see this Ale!” We are  
in the middle of a forest and  
I can’t imagine what could be 
so special about it, while also 
thinking I’m a bit too tired to 
get stoked about pretty much 
anything right now.

Het rijden op de natuurlijke 
trail met veel verschillende lijnen tussen de 
hoge bergen, verslaat bijna iedere andere 
trail die er is. Verder op de trail komen we 
bij een schattig houten hutje, gedecoreerd 
met een bordje ‘koffie en gebak’. Het brengt 
een glimlach op onze met modder bedekte 
gezichten. Ik denk niet dat ik ooit zoveel heb 
genoten van een espresso als nu. Ale, Richie 
en ik zitten rustig buiten op een bankje in 
onze vies geworden regenkleding en genieten 

van deze rustige, eindelijk warme en cafeïne-
rijke momenten.

Na een goede nacht slaap kunnen we ons 
meteen een hoop energie besparen, door 
de Motta Naluns-lift te nemen op de berg 
in Scuol. Tot onze vreugde kent onze gids, 
Werni, de man die de lift bedient, en deze 
man brengt ons in zijn truck nog hoger op 
de majestueuze bergen. We worden gedropt 
in een groen veld. De dichte bewolking die 
ons zorgen baarde toen we het hotel verlieten, 
ligt achter ons.

In de vroege dagen van het mountainbiken, 
was Scuol één van de bekendste downhill-
spots van Europa. Niemand minder dan de 
Zwitserse downhillsensatie Claudio Caluori 
had een huis aan de voet van de trails. Helaas 
bleef het grootste deel van de downhillscene 
niet, maar verplaatste dit zich een paar 
kilometer. Je heft niet ver te zoeken om ’s 
werelds snelste rijders te zien bij de wereld-
kampioenschappen in Lenzerheide, ook één 
van de vijf grote bikeresorts in Graubünden, 
in september 2018.

Het is niet gemakkelijk om te concentreren 
op te trail, wanneer het zomerse bergland-
schap zo prachtig is. De diversiteit is indruk-
wekkend en de 17.000 kilometer aan trails op 
7.000 kilometer alpien terrein nog mee. Een 
waar trailparadijs! Maar hoewel alles perfect 
georganiseerd lijkt, is Graubünden geen 
Disneyland. Het is authentieke, ongerepte 
natuur. Iedere trail in Graubünden kan te 
voet of op de mountainbike verkend worden, 
wat eindeloze mogelijkheden biedt voor 
bezoekers vanuit de gehele wereld. Freeride- 
enthousiastelingen zoals wij hebben het nog 
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nooit zo goed gehad, op zoek naar pareltjes 
diep in de Zwitserse Alpen.

Ons wordt verteld dat de volgende bikebe-
stemming in Graubünden één van de 
beroemdste en langste trails ter wereld 
herbergt: de ‘Alps Epic Trail Davos’ – een trail 
in Davos Klosters. Davos ligt op meer dan 
1.500 meter hoogte, de hoogst gelegen stad 
van Europa. De Duitstalige regio heeft specta-
culaire singletracks te bieden en we zijn klaar 
voor de meest epische van allemaal – alle 45 
kilometers ervan. We nemen de eerste ligt 
omhoog naar Jakobshorn, waar we worden 
verwelkomd door de eerste warme, gouden 
zonnestralen van de dag, die de bergtoppen 
rondom ons doen oplichten.
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De hoge verwachtingen worden al snel 
waargemaakt, de eerste paar kilometers 
van de trail brengen ons door het meest 
indrukwekkende terrein dat ik ooit heb 
bereden. ‘Alps Epic Trail Davos’ is een super-
technische tocht met rotsen in alle soorten 
en maten. Ik probeer het te berijden als een 
grote pumptrack, maar natuurlijk is het niet 
gemakkelijk om de hele tijd soepele armen 

en beneden te behouden. Het landschap 
verandert drastisch bij iedere bocht, terwijl 
we afdalen naar de vallei.

Samen met onze gids, Michi Wild, besluiten 
we een deel van de beklimming achterwege 
te laten en in plaats daarvan een kabelbaan 
te nemen naar Rinerhorn. De infrastructuur 
in Graubünden lijkt perfect gericht op bikers, 
terwijl deze op veel plekken op het tweede 
plan lijken te komen na de wintersporters. 
Hoewel we dachten het moeilijkste gedeelte 
overgeslagen te hebben, vertelt Michi ons dat 
het zo meteen fysiek echt zwaar wordt. En als 

een Zwitserse berggids dat al vindt… Tijd om 
ons schrap te zetten!

Na een intensieve twee uur, begin ik een 
tunnelvisie te ontwikkelen. Niets anders doet 
ertoe dan proberen te overleven en in Ales 
achterwiel blijven. Ongeveer een uur stoppen 
we voor een lunchpauze, waar we echt aan 
toe zijn. Perfect synchroon ploffen we neer in 
de stoelen, en we bestellen eten en drinken 
zonder ook maar naar de prijzen te kijken. 
Zwitserland is echt een economisch eilandje 
in Europa: men verdient er meer, om ook 
meer uit te geven. Lastig voor buitenlandse 
toeristen, maar dit is echt een kwestie van 
‘je krijgt waarvoor je betaalt’. Ik rijd overal ter 
wereld en ik ben verkocht door de hoogal-
piene ervaringen die we de afgelopen dagen 
hebben gehad. Het is zo gemakkelijk om rond 
te rijden op de mountainbike en dit fantas-
tische terrein van wereldklasse te verkennen.

Tot slot rijden we alleen naar beneden en gaan 
we duizelingwekkend snel. Dit is erg leuk, de 
meest verslavende manier van rijden. Om

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de trein te halen, moeten we snel zijn, want 
deze gaat maar éénmaal per uur. Nadat we 
eindelijk het station in Filisur van de spoor-
wegmaatschappij Rhätische Bahn hebben 
bereikt, met zijn traditionele architectuur en 
een vriendelijke kiosk met tafels en stoelen 
buiten, denk ik: OK, misschien lijkt het toch 
een beetje op Disneyland. Hoewel de trein al 
klaarstaat om te vertrekken, kunnen we niet 
instappen zonder iets kouds en verfrissend: 
ijsjes en bier worden meegenomen. Ik hoop 
dat het niet nog eens tien jaar zal duren 
voordat ik weer met deze mannen ga fietsen! 
Als dat toch zo is, dan hoop ik dat dat hier 
zal zijn.
